The fire season is historically from September to March. The start of
normal fire seasons coincides with low humidity and strong northwest
winds, which often prevail during Nov/Dec. Ignitions are common during
dry electrical storms preceding periods of dry hot weather. (Goulburn
River NP & Munghorn Gap NR Fire Management Plan 2004).
